The earliest records of a farm at Stubcroft date
from the Saxon period (Stubba'’s Croft) although
there is evidence of people living here even earlier
during Bronze age & Roman times.

The peaceful private lanes and grounds
surrounding the farm makes it an ideal holiday for
families & couples wishing to escape the pressures
of modern life. There are always seasonal farming
events from lambing & shearing to haymaking &
harvest and we pride ourselves on a friendly &
welcoming atmosphere with a proper farmhouse
breakfast and log fires in season.

The house has been restored to a high standard
with large period rooms and furniture, ideal for a
relaxing holiday or weekend break. Double, Twin
bedded or family rooms are available (with a
reduced rate for single occupancy). The rooms are
comfortably furnished with H&C washbasins,
central heating, tea & coffee making facilities and
television. For children, cots and a high chair are
available on request.

There is a wealth of
wildlife on the farm with over 72 species of birds
identified, deer, hedgehogs, rare butterflies, foxes,
rabbits & much more.

East Wittering & Bracklesham villages are within
walking distance and provide a wide range of
traditional village shops and places to eat from
simple fish & chips to classic French, Indian & Thai
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cuisine, all within a few hundred yards of the
beach. The famous West Wittering beach with 50
acres of sand dunes is only a short distance away.

DIRECTIONS — From the A27 Chichester bypass
take the A286 south of Chichester towards the
Witterings & Bracklesham. After 3-4 miles there is a
long straight road through Birdham village. Fork left
onto the B2198 at a roundabout by a Total garage
signposted to East Wittering & Bracklesham Bay.
After approx. half a mile, just past the Bell Pub there
is a S bend. Turn right on the apex of the second
bend into a little lane called Tile Barn Lane. Go
200yds over two speed humps then turn 1st left
before the houses into a gravel farm lane. After
approximately half a mile you will find the farmhouse
just before the farm yard on the right hand side
before some barns. Please park on the gravel circle
on arrival. The nearest beaches are approximately
15-20 minute walk or a short cycle ride down the
private lanes or 2-3 minutes by car.

As well as the sandy beaches, dunes & harbour, there are many other local attractions within a 20-30 minute drive including the
Cathedral City of Chichester, HMS Victory & the Historic Ships at Portsmouth, Arundel Castle, Amberley Working Museum, The
Weald & Downland Open Air Museum, Fishbourne Roman Palace, Petworth & Uppark National Trust Houses & much more.
Goodwood is only a few miles & is convenient for those wishing to attend Glorious Goodwood, the Festival of Speed and Revival

meetings but please book early for these events.
