
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
Stubcroft Farmhouse is a secluded Victorian 
farmhouse situated on an environmentally friendly 
working sheep farm close to sandy beaches & 
dunes, Chichester Harbour and the South Downs. 
The peaceful private lanes and grounds 
surrounding the farm makes it an ideal holiday for 
families & couples wishing to escape the pressures 
of modern life. There are always seasonal farming 
events from lambing & shearing to haymaking & 
harvest and we pride ourselves on a friendly & 
welcoming atmosphere. We also do Bed and 
Breakfast in the farmhouse, which is ideal for 
families & groups with grandparents or those not 
wishing to camp - please ask for a B&B brochure.  
 
Stubcroft Farm is a sustainable, environmentally 
friendly family farm & the campsite is run in 
keeping with that ethos. The campsite is a small 
site across three secluded level paddocks nearby. 
The camping field has been planted with new 
wildlife conservation hedges & trees planted to 
provide more shelter & privacy. There is a wealth 
of wildlife on the farm with over 72 species of birds 
identified, deer, hedgehogs, rare butterflies, foxes, 
rabbits & much more.  
 

Stubcroft Farm is a 
working farm and 
guests are welcome to 
see the sheep & lambs 
in season and walk 
along the private farm 
lanes. East Wittering & Bracklesham villages are 
within walking distance and provide a good 
selection of traditional village shops and a wide 
range of places to eat from simple fish & chips to 
classic French, Indian & Thai cuisine, all within a 
few hundred yards of the beach. 
 

We are a sustainable, 
environmentally 
friendly farm and we 
request that guests 
respect that ethos. 
Barbecues & fires are 
permitted subject to 

fire risk conditions as long as they are in suitable 
containers sufficiently high off the ground to avoid 
scorching the grass. 
 
To encourage green travel guests 
arriving by bicycle, public 
transport, electric cars or by foot 
will be given a "green discount" of 
£1 per night. We also ask guests to sort any 
recyclables into the appropriate bins at the 
recycling point to preserve the countryside for 
future generations.  
 

We have eight environmentally friendly "ecoloos" 
on the campsite field which save between 1000 
and 2000 gallons of water on a busy summer 
holiday weekend. There are also five showers & 
six conventional flush toilets (inc.3 suites with 
shower WC & washbasins) for those who prefer 
more traditional facilities (Showers are free). 
 

There are plenty of drinking water taps & washing 
up sinks at strategic locations around the fields 
and a portable toilet waste disposal point is 
situated near the house (please use eco-friendly 
toilet fluid only whilst on site).  
 
For those wanting electric hookups, we have  
installed eight 240v hookup units to the latest 
standards (please note these are for standard blue 
three pin waterproof round plugs & designed for 
approved camping hookup units with protective 
RCD's - not domestic extension leads). 
 
As we only have a limited number of pitches 
available, please book early for peak season 
weekends & bank holidays as all the camping sites 
along the south coast fill up quickly especially 
during hot weather periods. 
 
We also have a paddock available for large groups 
& other events such as scout & guide camps, 
rallies & even the occasional wedding marquee!

DIRECTIONS ï From the A27 Chichester bypass 
take the A286 south of Chichester towards the 
Witterings & Bracklesham. After 3-4 miles there is a 
long straight road through Birdham village. Fork left 
onto the B2198 at a roundabout by a Total garage 
signposted to East Wittering & Bracklesham Bay. 
After approx. half a mile, just past the Bell Pub there 
is a S bend. Turn right on the apex of the second 
bend into a little lane called Tile Barn Lane. Go 
200yds over two speed humps then turn 1st left 
before the houses into a gravel farm lane. After 
approximately half a mile you will find the campsite 
just before the farmhouse on the right hand side 
before some barns. Please check in at the farmhouse 
on arrival. The nearest beaches are approximately 
15-20 minute walk or a short cycle ride down the 
private lanes or 2-3 minutes by car.
